with the Scout's name and pack number. *Shoes should be broken in before day camp. No
sandals or open toed shoes are allowed. Closed toe and heel shoes must be worn throughout
day camp for each Scout's safety. PLEASE NO PERSONAL FIREARMS. Per the Guide to Safe
Scouting (in the Shooting Sports section): "Except for law enforcement officers required to carry

firearms within their jurisdiction, firearms shall not be brought on camping, hiking, backpacking, or

other Scouting activities except those specifically planned for target shooting under the super-
vision of a currently certified BSA national shooting sports director or NRA firearm instructor."
